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PREFACE

The report on 'Family Budgets of Selected Cultivators in Punjab' is annually
prepared by Economic and Statistical Organisation Punjab. This report is based on
the data of Family Budgets of 148 cultivators (4 Bullock Operated, 72 Semi-
mechanised and 72 Tractor Operated holdings).

The present report deals with the following aspects :—
1. Income of farmers from different sources;
2. Cost of various items of households expenditure and

3. The extent to which the commodities were (i) produced on the farm and
(ii) purchased from the market.

The report is prepared in four parts. Part-I deals with family budgets of families
with bullock operated holdings, Part-1l deals with the family budgets of families with
semi-mechanised holdings and Part-lll deals with family budgets of families with
tractor operated holdings. In Part-IV comparative study of family budgets of all the
three types of families has been depicted.

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CHAPTER - |
INTRODUCTION

General :— This report on family budgets of selected cultivaters deals with 148 cultivating families i.e. 4
bullock operated (Non-mechanised), 72 Semi-mechanised and 72 Tractor operated (Mechanised). The

report of the family budgets of bullock operated holdings was used to be issued annually since the

partition of the country. Later study of tractor operated and semi-mechanised holdings were also added.

The budgets were maintained by the cultivators in special sets of performae supplied to them for this

purpose. This series is a companion to the Farm Accounts series. The cultivating families whose

budgets have been studied here correspond to those in the 'Farm Accounts' for agricultural year 2005-

06 as shown below —

Objectives :— The main objectives of the survey were :-

(i) To assess the extent of income accruing from different sources.
(i)  To examine the level of expenditure on various household items of consumption.
(i) To determine the extent of surplus/deficit of family budgets.

(iv) To find out the extent to which the goods consumed were produced on the farm or
purchased from outside.

1.3. Scope and Coverage:— The study covered the entire State of Punjab. Data from 4
selected bullock operated, 72 semi-mechanised and 72 tractor operated holdings were collected for
the purpose of this study. The data collected from all the districts had been compiled in three zones
depending upon the agro-climate conditions, nature of soil and irrigation facilities etc.

Zone-l Submountain and plain region comprising Gurdaspur, Nawan Shahar, Hoshiarpur and
Rup Nagar districts.

Zone-ll  Central plain region comprising Amritsar, Jalandhar, Kapurthala, Ludhiana, Patiala
and Fatehgarh Sahib Districts.

Zone-lll  Western Region comprising Sangrur, Bathinda, Faridkot, Mansa, Mukatsar, Moga and
Ferozepur districts.

1.4. Duration:— The data were collected from the selected cultivators during the agricultural
year 2005-06. The data was compiled, tabulated & analysed at the head office.

1.5. Schedules:— The schedules, concepts and definitions used in the present study are
broadly the same as were adopted during the earlier reports of the series.

1.6. Methodology:— Two cultivators from each tehsil (one semi-mechanised and one tractor
operated) and one bullock operated from each district of the state are to be selected subjected to
availability. The selection depended on the representative character of the cultivating holding for the
area and willingness of the cultivator to record data about agricultural opeations on his farm and family
budgets.

1.7. Organisation of the Survey:— A register with a set of performae was supplied to each
selected cultivator for recording the day-to-day income from various sources and expenditure on
various items of household consumption. The investigators posted at the block level visited the
selected cultivators once in a month to help the cultivator in completing the required entries in the
register. The registers completed in all respects were collected from the cultivators at the end of the
agricultural year. The data was compiled and tabulated manually at head office.



CHAPTER - lI
SUMMARY OF THE REPORT

Summary results of the survey are given below:—

In case of bullock operated holdings the family size ranged from 5 to 7 members. The average
size of the family is worked out 6.5 members. In case of semi-mechanised holdings the family ranged
in size between 2 to 13 members. The average size in this case is worked out 5.54 members. In case
of mechanised holdings, the family ranged in size between 2 to 20 members. The average size in this
case is worked out 6.83 members.

In terms of Atwater's* scale of adult male units the average size of the family in case of bullock
operated, semi-mechanised and mechanised holdings is 5.15, 4.52 and 5.61 respectively.

2.2. Income and its Sources:— The sources of income of families were classified under the
following four heads:—

1. Farm cultivation.

2 Milk production.

3. Interest on fixed capital invested in implements, live stock, buildings etc.

4 Miscellaneous items such as rent from land given out on lease and income from other
minor sources, e.g. the value of fuels collected from the farms, from outside but not
credited in the Farm Accounts, farmyard manure produced by young stock and other
animals and remuneration for recording the data and income from remittances,
salaries, allowances and other items not included under any of the above heads.

*Atwater's scale of Adult Male units as given at page 17 of the Chinese Farm Economy by Buck
is reproduced below:—

The annual income of the bullock opeated family varied from Rs. 23576 to Rs. 142962 and the
average income per family being Rs. 105922. The income of semi-mechanised family varied from Rs.
66861 to 645528 and the average income per family being Rs. 170668.

The tractor operated holding shows that the income of the family varied from Rs. 38362 to Rs.
1339567 and the average income per family being Rs. 319721. The income of the bullock operated,
semi-mechanised and mechanised holding is mainly derived from farm cultivation which contributes 59
per cent, 59 per cent and 57 per cent respectively followed by income from interest on capital 20 per
cent, 22 per cent and 33 per cent respectively.

2.3. Items of Household Consumption Expenditure :(— The household expenditure of each
family was studied under the following twelve heads :—

Food:— This included the cost of cereals, pulses and all other articles which formed part of the
daily diet of the cultivator's family.

Fuel:— This consisted cost of cattle dung cakes, firewood, dry cotton sticks and other products
which could be used for the purpose.

Clothing:— This included the expenditure on clothing of everyday wear, those kept for special
occasion and clothes presented to relatives, friends and other and cost of bedding expenditure
incurred on hair oil, wasing requisition, tailoring, barbers charges and shoes was also included under
head.

Housing:— The expenditure under this head included interest and depreciation the value of
dwelling houses and cost of new furniture. It also included the cost of alterations and repairs of their
residential houses and furniture. Interest had been charged at the rate of 12.50 per cent on the original
value as was charged by the co-operative instiutions for agricultural purposes. Depreciation had been
charged at the following rates:—

Pucca (Brick) Houses : 2.5 percent

Katcha (Mud) Houses : 5.0 percent
No depreciation was charged after the entire cost had been covered by depreciaton.

Lighting:— The expenditure on lighting include the cost of electricity or oil consumed for lighting,
match boxes and repair and replacement of lamps.

Medicines:— This head included the cost on the medicines used and payment made to
physicians, etc.

Travelling:— This head included fares paid for visit to shrines and relations living at distant
places and also the interest and depreciaiton on the cost of bycycles/motor cycles, scooters etc. kept
for this purpose. The cost of repairs, replacement and maintenance of the riding equipment was also
included under this head.

Education:— This included the cost of books, stationery school/colleges fee, etc.

Religion:— This included offerings, made at places or worship and the aids given at religious
functions.

Social:— This head included expenses incurred on social occasions such as births, deaths,
marriage celebrations etc.

Amusement and Luxuries:— This head included the cost of television, radio, tobacco, opium
and liquor consumed and expenditure on fairs, cinemas, theatres and other entertainments.



Miscellaneous: — This head comprised the expenditure not included under any of the above
heads such as postage, chokidar etc.

2.4, Contribution of the Agricultural Holdings to the Domestic Economy of the Cultivators:—
One note worthy feature of the consumption pattern of the Punjab peasants was that in the domestic
economy of cultivators a part of their needs for food grains, milk, raw sugar, cotton, vegetables oils,
fuel etc. was met from the produce of their farms. Evaluating all such items at the rates prevalent in
the village, the proportion between the goods supplied by the farms and these actually bought by the
various families from outside worked out to 25 and 75 per cent each in case of the families with bullock
operated holdings, 21 per cent and 79 per cent in case of semi-mechanised holdings and 18 and 82
percent in case of the families with tractor operated holding.

2.5. Expenditure on Food :— Food as mentioned earlier constituted the biggest items of the
domestic expenditure. It has been considered in greater detail under the following sub-heads:—

1. Wheat

2. Maize and other cereals

3. Milk and milk products

4. Oil and Vanaspati Ghee

5.  Sugar

6. Rice

7. Meat

8. Pulses

9. Vegetables

10. Fruits

11. Salt

12. Miscellaneous

The food consumed by the guest was included under this head but that given to hired labours
was excluded as it had been included in Farm Accounts under the cost head 'Manual Labour'.

Wheat included wheat grains, wheat flour, suji etc. whether produced on the farm or purchased
from the market. Actual grinding charges paid for grinding of wheat has also been included. Similarly,
maize and other cereals included the cost of grain flour and grinding charges.

Milk and milk products comprised liquid milk, butter, curd, lassi (butter milk), ghee (clarified
butter) and other preparation of milk, milk consumed at home had been value at cost of production.
Sugar included gur and Shakkar (raw sugar) and white (refined) sugar consumed by the family.
Miscellanous items comprised cost of tea, pickles, kitchen utensils, match boxes and also other
articles of food not included under any other head. Average expenditure of food on all items of the
families with bullock operated holdings, semi-mechanised holdings & mechanised holding was Rs.
48821, 42658, 60889 per annum respectively.

2.6. Sources of Milk Supply: — Buffalloes were the chief source of milk supply. Cows were
also kept by some cultivators for milk supply. Although buffaloes milk have more fat contents than
COwS.

2.7. Cost of Production of Milk: — The items taken into account for working out the cost of
production of milk were:

() Roughages: — The roughages comprising dry and green fodders were mostly grown on the
farm. No separate record was maintained for the roughages consumed by milch cattle. The total cost
of roughages consumed by all the farm cattle was apportioned to milch animals on the basis of their
ratio to total adult animal units, every animal above two years of age was counted as 'one' and that
between one and two years as 'half'. Animals below one year of age were not taken into account.

(i) Concentrates: — This item included gram, wheat, gur, oil seeds, oil cakes, salt and
medicine etc., which were fed to the milch cattle.



(iii) Interest and Depreciation charged on the Value of Animals and their Sheds: — Interest
in all cases, was charged at the rate of 12.50 per cent on the original value was charged by the Co-
operative institutions for agricultural purposes.

Depreciation on the animals was charged at 12 per cent per annum and on Pucca and Kutcha
sheds at 2.50 and 5.00 per cent respectively. Cost of production of milk per quintal was Rs. 1004 in
case of Buffaloes & Rs. 897 in case of Cows of Bullock operated holdings. In case of semi-
mechanised holdings it was Rs. 1006 & 898 for Buffaloes & Cows respectively. In case of mechanised
holdings the cost of production of milk for Buffaloes & Cows was Rs. 1004 & Rs. 901 respectively.

(iv) Miscellaneous: — This included the cost of ropes and veterinary charges, the value of
calves raised during the year and the manure produced by the animals was deducted from the total
cost.

The cost of labour on tending animals was not included in the cost of milk production because
milk production was not subsidiary industry and was carried on in the spare time and there being no
out of pocket expenses incurred for labour employed on that work.

2.8. Surplus and Deficit :— Families with bullock operated, on an average, spent Rs. 102735
per year as against an annual income of Rs. 105922 and had thus a surplus of Rs.3187. In case of
semi-mechanised families, average expenditure per year was Rs. 118975 against the annual income
of Rs. 170668 and thus a surplus of Rs. 51693. Mechanised families, on an average, spent Rs.
187654 per year as against an annual income of Rs. 319721 and had thus a surplus of Rs. 132067.
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CHAPTER -1l

Family Budgets of Selected Peasant-Proprietor Families
with Bullock Operated (Non-mechanised) Holdings

3.1. General:— This section deals with the domestic accounts of 4 families of peasent proprietors
spread over in 4 districts of the state i.e. Gurdaspur, Hoshiarpur, Amritsar and Jalandhar. These families
were also included in the publication 'Farm Accounts' in the Punjab for the year 2005-06 in which detailed
record of income and expenditure were given in so far as they related to the cultivation.

3.2. Particulars of Families:— The area possessed by these families ranged between 1.27 to 3.64
hectares. The samples included all type of farmers well-to-do, average and poor. The number of members in
the families ranged from 5 to 7 with an average of 6.5 per family. The range in terms of 'Adult male' units was
between 4.5 to 6.0 with an average of 5.15 units per family.

3.3. Total Income:— Table 3.1 shows in detail the income of each family from various sources.

Table 3.1 shows that the annual income of individual family ranged between Rs.23576 to Rs.142962
with an average of Rs. 105922. The percentage break up of the total income worked out to be 59% from
cultivation, 20% from interest on capital, 11% from milk production and 10% from miscellaneous sources
such as shops, salary or labour etc.

3.4. Income from Farm Cultivation: — The area operated by each family and the gross income,
expenditure and net income derived by it are shown in table 3.2.

The size of holdings ranged between 1.27 hectares to 3.64 hectares with average 2.65 hectares per

family. The average net income per family was Rs.62757 giving a return of Rs. 23631 per hectare.

3.5. Income from Milk Production: — All the four families under study had 11 milch cattle. Out of these
there were 1 cow and 10 buffaloes. Total milk yield was 146.91 quintals valued at Rs.

From the sale of milk and its products 3 families earned profit. The remaining 1 family did not sell milk

or ghee at all. The income and expenditue of this family were recorded to be equal.

3.6. Income from Labour Hired Out: — None of the families earned any income from working outside the
farm as labour.

3.7. Income from Interest on Capital Invested: — The income from imputed value of interest on capital

invested in buildings milch cattle and agricultural stock is given in table 3.4.

Average expenditure per family was Rs 102735 and per adult male unit was Rs. 19948 in 2005-06. The

main reason of this was rapid increase in prices and rise in living standard of rural people.

3.10. Sources of Goods Consumed: — Table 3.8 shows the average value of goods furnished by the farm

and those purchased from outside.

Wheat, milk and milk products consumed by the families were largely home products. Other articles
were partly or wholly purchased from market.

3.12. Production and Disposal of Milk: — Four families under study had 11 milch cattles of which 10 were
buffaloes and 1 was cow during the year under review.

Because the buffaloes milk is richer in fat content than cow's milk which produces more ghee & butter due to
richer in fats it fetches higher prices.

The size of holdings ranged between 0.80 hectares to 9.72 hectares with average 2.62 hectares per

family. The average net income per family was Rs. 100659 giving a return of Rs. 38438 per hectares.

4.11. Production and Disposal of Milk :— Seventy two families under study had 205 milch cattle of which

176 were buffaloes and 29 were cows during the year 2005-06. The number of buffaloes were more than
cows, because the buffaloes milk is richer in fat contents than cow's milk which promotes more butter &

ghee. Moreover due to richer in fat it fetches higher prices.

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CHAPTER -V
Family Budgets of Selected Peasant-Proprietor Families with
Tractor Operated (Mechanised) Holdings

5.1. General: — This section deals with the domestic accounts of the 72 families of peasent-proprietors
spread over in all the districts of the State. These families were also included in the publication 'Farm
Accounts' in the Punjab for the year 2005-06 in which detailed record of income and expenditure were given
in so far as they related to the cultivation.

5.2. Particulars of Families :— The area possessed by these families ranged between 2.02 to 15.39
hectares. The sample included all types of farmers well-to-do, average and poor. The number of members in
the families ranged from 2 to 20 with an average of 6.83 per family. The range in terms of adult male units
was between 1.8 to 17.0 with an average of 5.61 units per family.

5.3. Total Income :— Table 5.1 shows in detail the income of each family from various sources.

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Table 5.1. shows that the income of individual family ranged between Rs. 38362 to Rs.1339657
with an average of Rs. 319721. The percentage break up of the total income worked out to be as 57 percent
from cultivation, 33 percent from interest on capital, 2 percent from milk production and 8 percent from
miscellaneous sources.

Wheat, milk and milk products consumed by the families were largely home products. Meat, salt and

miscellaneous items were exclusively purchased. Other articles were partly the products of the farm and

partly purchased from outside.

5.11. Production and Disposal of Milk :— Seventy two families under study had 262 milch cattle, out

of whic 224 were buffaloes and 38 were cows during the year 2005-06. The number of buffaloes was more

than cows because the buffalo’s milk is richer in fats contents than cow’s milk which promotes more butter

and ghee. Moreover due to richer in fats it fetches higher prices.

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CHAPTER VI
COMPARATIVE STUDY

6.1.General :— Upto the year 1984-85 only the report on family budgets of the selected cultivators with
bullock operated (Non-mechanised) holdings was published. The analysis of the family budgets of selected

cultivators with tractor operated (Mechanised) and semi-mechanised holdings was also included in the report

from the year 1985-86 and 1994-95 respectively.

6.2.Comparative Position of Income and its Sources :— The comparative position of income of the

families of selected cultivators with bullock operated holdings, semi mechanised holdings, tractor operated

holdings and their sources are shown in table 6.1.

Above table reveals that the income of the family with bullock operated holdings, semi-mechanised
holdings and the family with tractor operated holdings was chiefly derived from farm cultivation which
contributes 59, 59 and 57 percent respectively. The other major items were interest on capital and
miscellaneous. Interest contributed 20, 22 and 33 percent whereas miscellaneous 10, 16 and 8 percent
respectively. Milk contributed in bullock operated, semi mechanised and tractor operated holdings 11, 3 and
2 percent respectively.

6.3. Average Consumption Expenditure of the Family :— The average consumption expenditue per
family and per adult male unit alongwith their percentages, shown seperately for the families with bullock
operated, semi mechanised and with tractor opeated holdings in table 6.2 below :—

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The most important items of expenditure were food, housing and clothing which formed 47, 18
and 7 percent respectively of the total domestic expenditure of the family with bullock operated holdings, 36,
32 and 6 percent in case of semi mechanised holdings and 32, 37 and 5 percent in case of family with tractor
operated holdings. The expenditure on other items such as lighting, medicines travelling, eduction, religion,
social, fuel, amusement and luxuries and miscellaneous was in the range of 1 to 6 percent in case of the
families with bullock operated holdings, 1 to 6 percent in case of semi-mechanised holdings and 1 to 5
percent in case of the families with tractor operated holdings.

The family with bullock operated holdings spent per family and per adult male unit Rs. 102735 and Rs.
19948 respectively. In case of family with semi mechanised holdings it was Rs. 118975 and Rs. 26317, while
in case of families with tractor operated holdings it was Rs. 187654 and Rs. 33426 respectively. It showed
that standard of living of the members of family with tractor operated holdings was higher as compared to the
family with bullock operated and semi mechansied holdings.

6.4. Expenditure on Food :- Item wise expenditure on food per family and per adult male unit
alongwith their percentages are shown on table 6.3 below :—

The above table showed that on milk and milk products, sugar, wheat and miscellaneous items the
family with bullock operated holdings spent 32, 10, 12 and 14 percent, the family with semi-mechanised
holding spent 41, 9 ,12 and 8 percent and the family with tractor operated holdings spent 37, 8, 12 and 12
percent respectively. Other items of food such as oil and vanaspati ghee, rice, meat, pulses, vegetable and
fruits were in the range of 2 to 10 percent in the case of bullock operated holdings, 1 to 9 percent in the case
of semi-mechanised holdings and 1 to 10 percent in case of mechanised holdings.

The average total expenditure on food items per family and per adult male unit was Rs. 48821 and Rs.
9480 of the families with bullock operated holdings and Rs. 42658 and Rs. 10846 in case of semi-
mechanised holdings. While it was Rs. 60889 and Rs. 10846 in case of the families with tractor operated
holdings.
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6.5. Cost of Production of Milk Per Animal :— The study showed that the milk consumed by the
families under study was their home produced. The cost of milk produced per animal is shown in table 6.4

below —

The above table showes that in different types of holdings the average milk produced per buffalo per
year was 13.35, 13.83 and 14.58 quintals respectively and it was 6.62, 14.90 and 14.44 quintals respectively in
case of cows. Cost of milk per quintal was Rs. 897, 898 and 904 in case of cows and Rs.1004, 1006 and 1004 in

case of buffaloes.
